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Pillar 1

Road safety management

Advocate at international level for:

* policies that will minimize road risk and enable use of safer travel modes through the reduction of road danger at source

* an evidence based approach and linking NGOs with research institutions, since linking evidence with advocacy makes good sense

* making public the problem of under-reporting and the need to include in the total toll from excessive and inappropriate motor vehicle use the impact of pollution and car-based sedentary life-styles

* the inclusion of the post crash areas, in particular crash investigation, into national road safety strategies

* monitoring of the investigation capacity in every country

* research into the impact, including economic, of bereavement through a road crash

Pillar 2

Safer road design

Advocate at international level for:

* the urban road network to be shaped for the safe use of all modes of transport, especially the benign modes, to encourage an increase in walking and cycling - modes that are non-polluting and have beneficial health impacts

* the design of roads and public spaces to give priority to people before traffic

Pillar 3

Safer vehicle design

Advocate at international level for:

* the reduction of danger at source through the use of active safety technologies and the reduction of excessive power and size of cars

* the adoption of safety technologies that address the major risk factors: speed, alcohol, non-helmet and seatbelt use, such as ISA, Alcolocks and Black boxes, across all modes of transport and road users

* the reduction of lorry danger, especially to vulnerable road users in urban areas, including elimination of 'blind spots'

Pillar 4

Safer road users

Advocate at international level for:

* greater awareness of the burden of speed

* the reduction of speed limits in urban areas and their enforcement

* the need to highlight the adverse impact of publicity which entices to speeding, and to tackle this

* increased investment in research

* legislation that enforces respect for life

Pillar 5

Post crash response

Work towards ensuring internationally the following:

* that road crash victims - the bereaved and injured and their families - have a voice

* that their rights are protected and their vulnerability not misused

* that they are provided the necessary practical and emotional support

* that they are given accurate information about all procedures that follow a fatal or personal injury crash

* that an end is put to the discrimination against them within the justice sector

* that victims of road traffic offences have the same rights as other victims of crime

* that the standards in crash investigations and criminal prosecutions are improved and charging decisions made transparent

* that civil proceedings are reformed and strict liability legislation adopted - to both protect vulnerable road users and take away from them the burden of proof in collisions involving pedestrians and cyclists.

* that national advocacy networks are established in countries, to ensure nationwide advocacy for road danger reduction and for road victims.

* that information and knowledge are exchanged between NGOs in high and low and middle-income countries – through twinning and various other agreements

FEVR will also:

* continue to promote the observance of the World Day of Remembrance, with more events and wider publicity in every year of the Decade

* continue to promote the establishment of national memorials to road victims in all countries by the end of the Decade

* establish an International Coalition against Road Trauma and promote national coalitions

* promote official recognition of the World Day of Remembrance by national governments

* promote the collation of testimonies from victims to demonstrate the profound impact of bereavement and injury through a road crash.
